· Treasurer – John Sheehy – Balance on hand is $4,871.11.  7 new members. 4 renewals.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS – 
· Fundraising Chair – Debra Boivin – The club is cooperating with the Central Committee on the 100 Days Dinner which will be held April 8th at the Highlands Senior Center in Clearlake.   A volunteer sign-up sheet was passed around for setup, cleanup, etc.  Member Susan Cameron wants to find ways to add new members.   So a sign-up sheet was passed around to members who were present to commit either to bring people to the Dinner or in lieu of bringing someone, to pledge an extra donation to the club.
ONGOING BUSINESS – 
· No action taken on a fire donation to the Lower Lake Methodist Church.
· Surveys for 2017 Priorities were again passed out to the members.

· Unfilled offices: Rich asked for nominations or volunteers for Chair.  Since none were put forth he will continue to serve as Acting Chair until someone is found.  Carlene is training new member Stephanie Pahwa to serve as Secretary.  No Parliamentarian as yet.

· Committee assignments will be addressed at a future time.  Becky Curry moved that we nominate Rich East to be the Liaison between the Club and the Central Committee.  Motion seconded and passed.
NEW BUSINESS –

· Debra Boivin reported on the 1st meeting of the Progressive Democrats of America (PDA) which met on January 12th.  The PDA is a stand-alone organization.  Membership is open to everyone regardless of political affiliation.  They meet every 3rd Thursday @ 6:30 at Roundtable Pizza in Lakeport.
SPEAKERS – 
Louis Rigod introduced Mitch Markovitz and Tom Hoskins from the Konocti Unified School District.

Mitch Markowitz, KUSD Board member – began with the disconcerting news that California schools are the worst in the nation as far as students per teacher as well as number of students per counselor.  In 2013 Gov. Brown introduced Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) which was designed to get money to local districts and give them more control over how to spend it.  Every school gets base funding.  In addition supplemental funding is available to schools with certain targeted student populations, e.g. ESL students, economically disadvantaged students and special needs students.  Funding is attached to demographics which led to our 2nd speaker – 
Tom Hoskins, KUSD Director of HR/LCAP  (Local Control Accountability Plan).  All districts must provide a plan to the state and provide data to Sacramento to show compliance with that plan.  Goals are to engage learning and teaching, prepare students for careers or college, provide a positive and healthy culture and increase communication between parents, community and teachers.  By March a public LCAP dashboard with statistics should be available so that each school’s progress can be followed online.  The website to access the dashboard is www.cde.ca.gov.
Zach Pindell, Lake County Fire District paramedic – spoke on Yes on Measure D which will be on the ballot on March 7th for all residents in the Lake County Fire Protection District (Lower Lake and Clearlake).  Debra Boivin moved that the club endorse Yes on Measure D.  Motion was seconded and approved.
Announcements – 
Susan Cameron wants club to make a commitment to single payer healthcare.  More on that next month.
